When preparing draft papers for the 10th Windsor Conference, please use the following guidelines. Please ensure that all papers are uploaded in WORD onto the Windsor Conference website NO LATER THAN 5th January 2018. The earlier that you get the full draft papers to us the sooner your will get the comments back to feed into your final paper.

GUIDELINES FOR SUBMITTERS
Please note the following points:

1. We are accepting only one full paper as lead author from each registrant as we want this conference to be not only presenting first class papers in the proceedings but allowing adequate time for them to be discussed during the sessions and workshops.   

2. The 10th conference really will be an Expert’s meeting so we are not accepting papers, except in exceptional circumstances, papers from: 

a) Masters students.

b) PhD students or researchers who are at the beginning of their projects so have no research findings to present yet.

c) Work that has already been presented in other conferences.

3. Authors of accepted papers who subsequently find they are unable to attend – eg. due to visa problems - can have their papers included in the proceedings as a Non-Attending Author for a fee of £200. 
4. Papers will appear in the e-publication of the proceedings. You may also be interested to know that we are in discussions with two highly regarded international journals with a view to having special issues composed of selected papers from the conference published in early 2017, as with previous Windsor Conferences. 
We realise that many of you will need to get the funding from your organisations to attend and to do that you will need to know that your paper has been accepted. We are willing to make a special concession for those of you in this position. If you are able to get your draft paper to us by the 15th December we will return it to you with comments if accepted as a full paper by the 15th of January – enabling you to put in place the funding from your university in time to register and pay by the end of January or soon after.  
The Visa situation in some countries (eg. India) needs around two months to complete so please note this and plan to register by the end of January at the latest to ensure you do not miss out on getting a visa or attending the conference. 
The first draft of your paper should reach us at the latest by 5th January 2018 at the latest. The draft paper will be reviewed and the reviewer may make suggestions for modification for a final version before the conference. The time you will be allowed for conference presentation will be decided on the basis of this submission. Draft papers not considered to be of an appropriate standard for the conference may be refused at that stage but as always we will work with authors to ensure their papers meet the ‘expert’ standard required.  

PUBLICATION

If presented, or accepted as a Non-Attending Author paper,  your final paper will appear in the on-line e-publication of the proceedings. You may also be interested to know that we are in discussions with two highly regarded international journals with a view to having special issues composed of selected papers from the conference published in early 2019.
